*** LEGISLATIVE ALERT * * *

With the NYS Senate “in flux” who knows what will get done before the regular session
ends on June 22. There are all sorts of rumors about special sessions being called in the
fall, and tons of rumors about whether or not the Senate will retain a Republican
majority. Keep an eye on things on the news and in the papers!

Please take the time to contact your local legislators to let them know you are
AGAINST all anti-gun legislation. In particular:

A801 and 51598 - 5 year renewals on pistol licenses

A1093 and S1715 - liability insurance for dealers who sell a firearm that is used in the
commission of a crime

A1326 and 55228 - outlaws handguns "capable” of being fired by a child under 5
AZ2881 and 52379 - would ban frangible ammunition

A2882 - would expand the ballistic imaging program (no Senate companion bill yet)
A3076 and S5489 - would institute a training requirement for issuance of a pistol license
A3211 and s4752 - would outlaw .50-caliber firearms

A5844 and 53098 - would require mandatory storage of firearms

A6157 - would expand the so-called "assault weapons" (no Senate companion bill yet)
A6468 and 54397 - would ban the sale of all semi-automatic handguns not equipped
with so-called micro-stamping technology
